The applicant proposes to remove the existing rear addition and
replace it with a new addition on the current footprint. The existing
addition is in poor condition. 106 Meem Avenue is a contributing
resource to the Chestnut/Meem Historic District. According to the
design guidelines, it is one of the three bungalows in the district
and was built around the early 1920s.

At their meeting of September 3, 2009, the Historic Preservation
Advisory Committee (HPAC) held a public hearing on this request.
There was no public testimony for or against the application.

The HPAC unanimously recommended approval, finding the
proposed alteration in compliance with the Chestnut/Meem
Historic District Design Guidelines and with the Secretary of the
Interior's Standard 10, which states: “New additions and adjacent
or related new construction shall be undertaken in such a manner
that if removed in the future, the essential form and integrity of the
historic property and its environment would unimpaired.” The
addition has been designed appropriately in terms of design,
detailing, and generally as to materials, and is an improvement
over the existing conditions.

Staff and the HPAC recommend the HDC make the following
motion: Grant approval of HAWP 98A and issue the Certificate
of Approval, finding, based on the record before HPAC and
for the reasons articulated by HPAC, that the application
meets the Secretary of Interior's Standard 10 and the
Chestnut/Meem Historic District Design Guidelines.

Background

106 Meem Avenue is a contributing resource to the Chestnut/Meem historic district. According to the
design guidelines, it is one of the three bungalows in the district and was built around the early 1920s.
The attached Maryland Historical Trust inventory provides further detail on the house.

Discussion of the proposed project

The applicant proposes to remove the existing rear addition and replace it with a new addition on the
existing footprint. The existing addition is in poor condition. The rear elevation shows the new 128
square foot addition with a central rear door and windows on either side. The single hung windows will
match the existing windows. There are additional windows on both the left and right side elevations. The
pitched roof replaces the existing flat roof structure and matches the roof on the existing dormer on the
rear.

Materials
The proposed material for the exterior addition of the building is pre-finished cement fiberboard siding.
The window materials are yet to be determined. The roof materials will match the existing roof.

Compliance with Guidelines

The Chestnut/Meem Historic District has design guidelines to guide the HPAC in their review. The
following are the areas which should be considered based on the design guidelines: the size and location
of the addition compared to the scale of the original structure; the planned addition siding material; and
the new window design and materials. The addition should also be reviewed in terms of compliance with
the Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for Rehabilitation.
