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In December 2007, the Ad Hoc Committee for Skate Components
within City Parks recommended building two skate spots, one in
Lakelands Park and the other in Diamond Farms Park.

The project was bid in July 2009, with $75,000 included in the
FY10 budget for construction. Five bids were received with the
lowest bidders being American Ramp Company at $121,482 and
MK Concrete Construction at $123,136. Each of the low bidders
were asked to revaluate their bid and resubmit a new bid on
August 10, 2009. Both companies declined to rebid.

After checking references, staff then worked with the lowest
responsive bidder, American Ramp Company, to “value engineer”
the project reducing the scope and cost of the project but still
keeping the spirit of the original design. Modifications included a
small reduction in the overall square footage of the two skate
spots, reducing the size of some of the footers, and reducing the
complexity of some of the design features to make them easier to
construct. The City will also do some of the grading at both sites.
Based on these modifications, the new price is $82,089.

Staff recommends awarding a contract for the construction of two
skate spots to American Ramp Company up to the amount of
$90,000. The additional $7,911 represents an approximate 10%
contingency for unexpected expenses.

The funding for this project is available in CIP 00-4
Renovation/Improvements of existing Parks ($75,000), and CIP
00-000, Contingency And Future Projects ($15,000).
