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STAFF COMMENTS
I. BACKGROUND:

An application has been filed requesting an amendment to an approved final plan to
permit an addition to a single family dwelling. This amendment proposes to construct a
144 square foot screened porch and a 144 square foot deck (reference exhibit number
2). The property is zoned R-90C (Medium Density Residential-Cluster) and is located
at 910 Pointer Ridge Drive (reference exhibit number 1) in the Pheasant Run
Subdivision.

II. SCOPE OF REVIEW:

This plan is coming before the Planning Commission because the setbacks in the
Cluster zone were originally established by site plan approval for this subdivision.
Accordingly, any modifications to the approved setbacks require review and approval
by the Planning Commission.

This addition meets all of the requirements of the Cluster Development zone.

III. SITE PLAN ANALYSIS AND FINDINGS:

In accordance with §24-171, the Planning Commission has the authority to review and
make determinations regarding the proposed plan for the purpose of protecting the

public health, safety and welfare. Section 24-170 outlines the findings for the approval
of the site plan. Staff provides the following comments and findings for the Planning
Commissions consideration:

Site Characteristics
Zoning District.

The setbacks in the Cluster zone were established at the time of final site plan approval
and are established by the footprints of the existing structures. The proposed screened
porch addition will bring the rear setback to thirty-eight (38) feet, the right side
setback to thirty (30) feet and the left side setback to thirty-eight (38) feet. This
addition meets all requirements of the Cluster Development zone. The proposed
setbacks are consistent with other established setbacks on the surrounding properties.

Surrounding Land Use and Zoning.

The subject and surrounding properties are all zoned R-90C (Medium Density
Residential-Cluster) and are developed with single-family detached dwellings. The
proposed addition is consistent with the existing trend of development within the
surrounding area.




Architectural design.

The proposed addition will have a gable roof which will have asphalt shingles to match
in color and style those on the existing home. The new screened porch will have viny!
siding to match the new siding that will be replaced during construction (reference
exhibit number 6 and 8). The siding will match in color and style with the existing
home. The right elevation will have a sliding door to access the 144 square foot Azek
(PVC) deck which will be beige in color.

Summary of Findings.

The proposed modifications are consistent with the existing trend of the surrounding
neighborhood and will not adversely affect the character of the surrounding area.
There is no homeowners association in this neighborhood.

IV. CONCLUSION:
Staff recommends TO GRANT AFP-08-018, THOMAS RESIDENCE, AMENDMENT

TO FINAL PLAN APPROVAL, FINDING IT IN CONFORMANCE WITH §§ 24-170
AND 24-172 OF THE CITY’'S ZONING ORDINANCE, WITH NO (0) CONDITIONS.
