B. The Contractor shall make available to the City, State of Maryland and any and all
appropriate Federal agencies, all records and documents with respect to any and all
matters under the Contract at any time during normal business hours, as often as the
City deems necessary, to audit, examine, and make copies, excerpts and/or transcripts
of any and all relevant data.

C. The Contractor shall include similar provisions in all subcontracts.

TERMINATION

A. Termination for Cause

If through any cause, the Contractor fails to fulfill in a timely and proper manner its
obligations under the Contract, or if the Contractor violates any of the provisions of the
Contract, the City may upon written notice to the Contractor, terminate the right of the
Contractor to proceed under the Contract or with such part or parts of the Contract to
which there has been default, and may hold the Contractor liable for any damages
caused the City by reason of such default and termination. In the event of such
termination, any completed Services performed by the Contractor under the Contract
shall, at the option of the City, become its property and the Contractor shall be entitled
to receive equitable compensation for any work completed to the satisfaction of the City.
The Contractor, however, shall not thereby be relieved of liability to the City for
damages sustained by the City by reason of any breach of the Contract by the Contractor,
and the City may withhold any payments to the Contractor for the purpose of setoff until
such time as the amount of damages due the City from the Contractor is determined.
The Contractor shall not be responsible for damages under this article solely for reasons
of delay if the delay is due to causes beyond its control and without its fault or
negligence, but this shall not prevent the City from terminating the Contract for such
delay.

Termination for Convenience

The City may, upon written notice and without cause, terminate the Contract in whole or
in part at any time for its convenience. In such instance, payment shall be made to the
Contractor for the reasonable costs of the work performed through the date of
termination. Termination costs do not include lost profits, consequential damages,
delay damages, unabsorbed or under-absorbed overhead of the Contractor or its
subcontractors or suppliers. Failure of the Contractor to include a termination for
convenience clause into its subcontracts and material purchase orders shall not result in
any liability to the City for lost profits in conjunction with a termination for convenience.

The Contractor expressly waives any damages, delay damages, or indirect costs which
may arise from the City’s election to terminate the Contract in whole or in part for its
convenience.
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C. Termination for Non-Appropriation of Funds
The City shall not be obligated to the Contract for any future fiscal year until funds are
appropriated for each such future fiscal year. In the event funding appropriation is not
approved, the City may, upon written notice, terminate the Contract in whole or in part
and without penalty or expense to the City. The effect of such action shall terminate the
Contract on the last day of the fiscal year for which appropriations were made.

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SECTION 5: Special Terms and Conditions

Notwithstanding any of the General Terms and Conditions of this Solicitation, the following Special
Terms and Conditions are not subject to change, and shall: (i) apply to this Solicitation; (ii) survive this
Solicitation; and (iii) be incorporated into the Contract.

5.1. MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS

The Offeror will be permitted to collaborate and/or subcontract with other qualified contractors
as necessary to complete the Services; however, the successful Offeror shall serve as the primary
Contractor under the Contract and shall be fully responsible: (i) for ensuring that any and all
subcontractors perform the Services in accordance with and subject to the terms of the
Contract; (ii) for managing any and all of the data collection; and (iii) for overseeing any and all
deliverables. Nothing in the Contract shall create any contractual relation between the City and
any subcontractor hired by the Contractor.

Other disciplines may be utilized as needed. At a minimum, expertise in the following areas is
required:

A. Geographic Information Systems (GIS)

A comprehensive database of the City’s existing features is of critical importance in the
management of existing facilities and planning of future projects. The Offeror should
exhibit the following qualifications:

= Experience with polygon editing in a geodatabase, especially editing stormwater
datasets and incorporating detailed information from engineering records.
Previous experience with creating and managing BMP drainages and outfall
drainages is preferred;

The Offeror will also be expected to provide
specific recommendations for addressing data gaps and analysis of existing engineering
records to determine the treatment achieved.

C. Project Management
The Offeror should be able to properly administer the project to ensure timely delivery

and quality of the geodatabase. Staffing with project management experience in
previous GIS data projects with local jurisdictions is preferred.

If the proposed design or design elements are not in
accordance with applicable standards, documentation may need to specify the
reason.

The Offeror must be able to coordinate various meetings with the City staff
throughout the duration of the Project. This may include, but is not limited to
leading Project kick-off meetings, and conducting coordination meetings (to
present methodological alternatives and/or to receive/record comments).
These meetings may occur throughout all phases of the Project.

The Offeror must be able to keep records for all meetings related to the Project.
All meeting minutes or summaries shall be provided to the City no later than
one calendar week after the meeting(s) in a format approved by the City.

The Offeror must be able to prepare and maintain project schedules, including
major milestones and critical tasks.

The City may investigate, as it deems necessary, the qualifications and/or abilities of the Offeror
to perform the Services under the Contract. Upon request by the City, the Offeror shall provide
the City with any and all information and/or data requested in order to substantiate such
qualifications and/or abilities. The submission of a Proposal shall constitute acknowledgement
and agreement by the Offeror to surrender any information and/or data requested by the City
for such purposes. The City reserves the right, in its sole discretion, to reject the Proposal of any
Offeror who fails to provide any and all requested information and/or data, or if the
investigation and/or evidence submitted fails to substantiate the qualifications and/or abilities
of the Offeror to perform under the Contract.

FORCE MAJEURE AND EXTENSIONS

If the performance of the Contract is delayed at any time by any act or neglect of the City, or by a
separate contractor employed by the City, or by any changes in the supplies, materials,
equipment and Services, or by strikes, fires, unusual delay in transportation, unavoidable
casualties or causes beyond the Contractor’s control, or by delay authorized by the City, the City
shall decide the extent of such delay or the justification of any other delay, and then extend the
Completion Date for such reasonable time as the City may decide.

RELEASE OF LIENS

Upon completion of the Services, the Contractor shall provide the City with a Release of Liens
from any subcontractor, supplier, material men, or other supplier of materials and/or services
with respect to the Services under the Contact.

INTRODUCTION AND BACKGROUND INFORMATION

The City occupies ten (10) square miles in the heart of Montgomery County, Maryland. The
southeastern border of the City lies just thirteen (13) miles from the northwestern border of
Washington, D.C. With a population less than 100,000, Gaithersburg qualifies as a Phase Il small
Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System (MS4) operator. The City’s MS4 area includes
approximately 500 stormwater BMPs, and 800 outfalls in need of drainage area delineation or
verification for accuracy.

In order to meet Chesapeake Bay restoration goals, the State’s Watershed Implementation Plan
(WIP) set nutrient and sediment reduction requirements for MS4 regulated counties and
municipalities. Permitted MS4 jurisdictions will achieve reductions by providing additional
stormwater treatment to twenty percent of impervious surface that is not currently treated to
the maximum extent practicable (MEP). Restoration must be accomplished using
environmental site design (ESD) and other nonstructural techniques, retrofits to existing
structural practices, and stream restoration. As a Phase Il MS4 community, the City expects to
be subject to the same twenty percent restoration requirement when its permit is reissued.

An accurate accounting of existing BMP drainage areas and the current level of treatment will
allow the City to better assess baseline conditions and develop a comprehensive plan to meet
the requirements outlined in the WIP and the anticipated MS4 permit.

The Contractor will be provided with digital copies of City engineering records which will
provide helpful background information, as well as data that the City would like captured.
Additionally, the City requests that Offerors provide cost estimates for the delineation of
drainage areas for all existing City outfalls as a potential extension to the Contract.

Through this project, the City seeks to develop an accurate baseline of existing stormwater
treatment coverage that is provided throughout the City, on a per-drainage-area basis.

The final deliverable will include updated datasets and attribute data (as a geodatabase), and a
narrative detailing the drainage area delineation methodology; it is the City’s wish that future
database updates are consistent with the methods of the Contractor.

PROJECT GOALS

The City seeks a qualified and experienced Contractor to review existing BMP facility and
drainage area GIS data layers and related engineering records, and provide the City with
complete, updated BMP facility and BMP drainage area data layers. The updated BMP facility
and BMP drainage area data layers are intended to:

= Incorporate existing engineering records thoroughly;

= Provide a basis from which the City can strategize upcoming stormwater management
and stream restoration projects to maximize treatment and minimize cost; and

whether the drainage area is within the City’s corporate limits.

For example, a plane flew in
2011 for aerial imagery capture, and the processed data was not available till 2012. In this case,
we will use 2011 as the designation since it shows the ground status as of 2011. If there is no
year designation, the feature class is being updated on an as-needed basis, or is the most current
version available.
