Trip Drop Off: Campers will leave for the Day & Night Excursion from 506 S. Frederick Ave on July 9th. All campers
will meet at the Activity Center at noon. If campers are dropped off at their camp site in the morning, they will be bussed
over to the Activity Center. Parents can also drop their children off at Bohrer Park at noon. We will go over our packing
list to make sure everyone is prepared, and then we will depart the Activity Center around 1 p.m.

Trip Pick Up: We will return from Camp Manidokan on Friday, July 10th to the Activity Center. All children must be
picked up by 4 p.m. from the Activity Center. A late fee of $3 for every 10 minutes will be charged to late parents. This
fee is payable in cash or check to the Team Leaders on site.

Accommodations: Campers will spend the night in a platform tent on bunk beds. Boys and girls will have separate
tents. Camp Staff will be available throughout the night. A porta potty is located nearby for nightly bathroom breaks.
Campers will have full access to the bathhouse for showering in the morning.

Activities: After arriving on site, campers will unpack and play a few games. After dinner, we will enjoy a team build-
ing exercise on the low ropes course, followed by s'mores, a game of Fortress and a night hike.
